Dear Friends,

This coming Sunday is Gaudete Sunday, when the penitential, purple waiting and watching of
advent lighten to joyful rose, as we glimpse signs of the coming King! Ministers (and some
congregations!) don rose vestments (and clothes), and light rose candles.

This week | would like to share with you a delightful story which | learned this week, about the
carol In Dulci Jubilo.

The original text for the carol was written in German and English by a monk and mystic named
Heinrich Seuse in 1328.

In dulci jubilo, In sweet rejoicing,
Nun singet und seid froh! now sing and be glad!
Unsers Herzens Wonne Our hearts' joy
Leit in praesepio; lies in the manger;
Und leuchtet wie die Sonne And it shines like the sun
Matris in gremio. in the mother's lap.
Alpha es et O! You are the Alpha and Omega!

Now, | say that Heinrich Seuse wrote these words. In fact, (Seuse’s biography tells us) that he was
sitting one night in his cell, when suddenly an angel appeared. The angel told Seuse that he (the
angel) had been sent by God to bring Seuse heavenly joys amid his sufferings. The angel bid him to
dance with him, and then sang the song you see above with joyful and whirling abandon. Seuse and
the angel swung around the cell, dancing and laughing and singing together, an ecstatic song about
the infant Jesus.

There have been a number of arrangements and interpretations of the angel’s song: J. M. Neale, .
S. and J. M. Bach, Franz Liszt, Gustav Holst, and John Rutter to name a few.

Perhaps most familiar is Pearsall’s 1837 arrangement which is a regular in the Carols from King’s
repertoire (and, insider tip, will be sung by St Mary’s choir at Nine Lessons and Carols at 6:30pm
on 22nd December).

Pearsall provides us with an English translation, and a beautiful, dignified, warm arrangement.

In dulci jubilo,

Let us our homage show!
Our heart's joy reclineth
In praesepio;

And like a bright star shineth
Matris in gremio.
Alpha es et O!

But, in my opinion, In dulci jubilo finds its manic, joyful, medieval, angelic fullness in Mike Oldfield’s
1975 cover! You can just picture Brother Seuse and the angel swinging one another around the
cell to the glorious and joyful sound of electric guitars and tambourines!

Gaudete in Domino semper: iterum dico, Gaudete!
Rejoice in the Lord always; again | say, rejoice!

The Conversation

Action points leading
on from these meetings will help us formalise the process as we proceed.

Church Services:

St John the Divine’s Sunday service at | 1.00am is both in-person and live-streamed via their
Facebook page. St John’s midweek service takes place on Tuesday evenings with half an hour of
quiet contemplation focused on the Blessed Sacrament at 6.30pm, followed by the Said Eucharist
at 7.00pm. The last Tuesday of the month our regular Said Eucharist at 7pm is a Eucharist for
Healing and Wholeness, with the opportunity to receive the Ministry of Laying on of Hands with
Prayer and Anointing for yourself or to receive it on someone else’s behalf. All are welcome.

St Mary Magdalene’s Sunday services are at 8.00am, 9.30am, | 1.30am (third Sunday only) and
6.30pm. Our 9.30am service will be live-streamed via St Mary Magdalene Facebook page.
You can watch the service live as it happens, or once it is uploaded.

There is a Said Eucharist at 10.00am every Wednesday, followed by coffee.

St Matthias’ 9.30am Sunday service is an in-person service. The midweek Eucharist at St
Matthias is held on Thursdays at 10.00am and is followed by coffee and biscuits. Everyone is very
welcome to join us.
