The PRWG are pleased to bring the good news that (having secured the necessary go-ahead from
the Council in July), construction work will start on site on 18th August. The build is expected to
take about a year.

Thereafter, the main
contractor will distribute an introductory letter to the neighbours, followed by a monthly update.
